WTWW, every Sabbath 

(Saturday) and Sunday, 2200 

UTC (6 pm Eastern Time), 

9930 kHz.  When WINB 

shortwave station out of Red 

Lion, Pennsylvania heard 

the broadcast they contacted 

us with another outreach op-

portunity now airing on Sab-

bath at 1500 UTC (11 am 

Eastern Time), 13570 kHz.  

 Shortwave radio remains the only me-

dium capable of direct communication from 

one country to listeners in another country 

without governmental intervention. With 

more than 1.5 billion shortwave receivers in 

use worldwide, the BBC estimates that at 

any given moment, over 200 million sets are 

tuned to shortwave broadcasts. Especially in 

developing countries, shortwave remains the 

dominant mass communications medium.

 Shortwave broadcasting ï the common 

term for High Frequency or HF broadcasting 

ï is a radio service licensed by the FCC to 

operate between 5,950 KHz and 26,100 

KHz. Shortwave is an international broadcast 

service intended to be received by the gen-

eral public in other countries. 

 The uniqueness of shortwave is its reach. 

A powerful FM station may be heard for 

about 60 miles in any direction. One of the 

handful of remaining clear-channel AM sta-

tions may be heard up to 750 miles away at 

nighttime. But depending on the amount of 

power, the location of the station and its anten-

nas, a shortwave station can be heard for vast 

distances. The secret is the ionosphere ï a layer 

of the earth's atmosphere that reflects some ra-

dio waves back to the earth ï rebounding short-

wave to radio receivers thou-

sands of miles from their point 

of origin. 

 For example, shortwave lis-

tenership in the Americas ranges 

from 61% (Peru) to 41% 

(Guyana), 35% (northern Brazil) 

and 37% (Caribbean nations). 

Many of the boom box-type ra-

dio/tape player units sold in 

other countries, particularly in Latin America, 

include shortwave bands. Mexico, with about 

one third the population of the United States, 

alone has over 16 licensed shortwave stations 

and over 5 million shortwave users. 

 Despite the wealth of broadcast, cable, sat-

ellite and Internet services available, shortwave 

remains the dominant form of mass communi-

cations in many places throughout the world. 

And with the remarkably wide area coverage 

shortwave radio provides, it is a service that

On 
March 23rd at 22.45 UTC I heard your show on Ra-
dio Station WTWW on 9930 kHz here in the south-
western part of Sweden. Reception quality was 
pretty good and you were offering a Christian teach-
ing programme. I noted the rather curious web-page 
address: Iamreadytoknow.com. 
 
If my information is of any value to you I would ap-
preciate getting a card or letter by regular postal 
mail confirming my reception of your programme on 
WTWW. Please feel free to enclose additional infor-
mation about your organization. 
I might include your programme in a future column 

on international radio which I write for the QTC maga-
zine here in Sweden. The magazine is published 
monthly (circulation 6000) and reaches mostly ham ra-
dio amateurs who all have the equipment to hear your 
shortwave broadcasts.  
 
I am 65 years and I have been a shortwave listener for 
more than 50 years. I used to be a teacher  but now 
work as a philatelic journalist (i.e. the collection of post-
age stamps is a major interest of mine). 
 
I used to produce a short report called The Christian 
Shortwave Report of station HCJB in Ecuador. Today I 
do a monthly report on international radio för KBS World 
Radio in Korea.
