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In One Accord? (Part 3)

Last RLEzine, I mentioned that there was a fatal
flaw in the popular Messianic Doctrine. I also
pointed out that if we take it as read that the
prevalent Messianic teachers are correct in their
assumption about the Brit Hadasha, i.e. that the
"New Testament" is not a "new" covenant at all but
a "re-newed covenant", it remains contingent upon
us to ask, "Which covenant has been renewed?"

(By this they mean the
covenant of Laws given to Moses.)
